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He is born for us, and He is given for us; His birth redounds to our good, since the prophet understands by the little word “us” all men, Jews and Gentiles. For he states in the previous words: This light shines over the people who are wandering in darkness, and he additionally states, God increases the Gentiles. When Scripture contrasts peoples and Gentiles, by “peoples” it indicates the Jews, who were God’s own people, for whom, through the birth of Christ, this light has now arisen. However, not only for them; rather, the joy over this birth will be proclaimed also to the gentiles, just as Simeon nicely makes the change in Lk. 2:32, where he calls the Child a Light for enlightening the Gentiles; as if he wanted to say: this Light has arisen not only for the Jewish people, but also for the Gentiles.
