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Since Christ willingly suffered, [note that] His torture and death is not just a plain, simple suffering. Rather, it is a great and high work, just as His actions in life were not merely simple works, but instead were at the same time a deep, severe suffering. This holy obedience of Christ should give us a powerful comfort against our disobedience against God’s commandment; for what the first Adam has spoiled and destroyed with his disobedience, behold, this other Adam, Christ, with His obedience has put right again. If indeed a faithful mother takes a bitter medicine in order to help her nursing baby, how should not the bitter death of Christ, which Isa. 49 likens to a mother’s love, benefit us for our soul’s health? Why, if a physician at times cures the illness of a [bodily] member by giving a medicine into the patient’s head [i.e., orally], how should not then the action and suffering of Christ, who is the Head of His believers, turn out for the best for us, His members? If someone accepts payment for your debt from someone other than you – just so it is completely paid – why should God the Lord not accept the entire, complete payment which Christ accomplished and provided for our sin? Behold, let this obedience of Christ comfort you at all times, especially in your last hour, when you will tremble before the judgment of God. And you will then say, Lord, I will not come into judgment, for you have set between me and You the obedience of Christ, my Lord.
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And I saw no temple in the city, for its temple is the Lord God the Almighty and the Lamb. And the city has no need of sun or moon to shine upon it, for the glory of God is its light, and its lamp is the Lamb. By its light shall the nations walk; and the kings of the earth shall bring their glory into it, and its gates shall never be shut by day – and there shall be no night there; they shall bring into it the glory and the honor of the nations. But nothing unclean shall enter it, nor any one who practices abomination or falsehood,


but only those who are written in the Lamb’s Book of Life.
