Spread your fingers and press your finger-tips down on the satin, and use the pressure to pull
the satin into deep wrinkles — the “waves”. Jesus was in the back of the boat with his head on a
pillow, and he was asleep.

Sit Jesus up. Jesus got up and ordered the wind and the waves to be quiet. The wind stopped,
and everything was calm. Smoothe the satin away from the boat so that it is flat and smooth
again.
