
Proper 28A:   The Talents

Storyteller (picks up the Parable Box): I wonder what this is?
It is the colour gold. Something
inside must be precious like gold.
Perhaps there is a parable inside.
Parables are even more precious
than gold.
It is closed. Knock on the lid. It has
a lid. Perhaps there is a parable
inside. Parables are closed; they
need to be opened up so we can see
what is in them.
The box looks like a present.
Parables were given to us long ago
as presents. Even if you don't know
what a parable is, the parable is
already yours. Shall we open it? Let's look inside.

Put the figure of the master on the left-hand side of the board.

Put two bags of gold next to the second servant. ...two thousand
to the second, 
Put one bags of gold next to the third servant. ...and one 
thousand to the third. Remove the master from the 
flannelboard. Then he left the country. 
Put five more bags of gold next to the first servant. As soon as 
the man had gone, the servant with the five thousand coins used
them to earn five thousand more.
